Call to Order and Introductions:  Kevin Fryslie, AFEA President, called the meeting to order at 2:00 pm.  All members, committee chairs, and guests introduced themselves.

Old Business:  Draft minutes from the March 4, 2010, were previously e-mailed to members and copies were made available at the meeting.  Motion was made by Alex Spector to accept the minutes and Corrine Eilo seconded motion; all members were in favor and minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Corrine Eilo, AFEA Treasurer, distributed current report and discussed the funds being used for the luncheon.  Ms. Eilo also stated $1,400 from membership dues will be posted later this month.  
President’s Report:   AFEA President Fryslie stated Sharon Warren was not able to attend today’s meeting.  OPM Benefits Administration Letter #10-102, dated April 9, 2010 was discussed; letter is posted on AFEA website.  Geoffrey Haskett, Regional Director for U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service – Alaska Region volunteered to be the 2010 Combined Federal Campaign Chair.  Alaska Land Mobile Radio (ALMR) is looking for a non-DOD representative for the ALMR Users’ Council; if your agency has a representative please let the AFEA President know.  Canvassing for FY 2011 AFEA President; FY 2010 term expires the end of September.  Current AFEA President Fryslie will remain as President until his retirement if there is no interest.  Javier Abud is the new Mexican Consul in Anchorage.  Alaska has four full time Consulates:  Canada, South Korea, Japan and Mexico.  Suggestion was made to invite the Consulates as guest speakers at a future AFEA general meeting.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Policy Committee:  Bob Lewis briefed the April 1, 2010, Policy Committee Meeting.  Issues discussed were the AFEA luncheon, current finances, and locality pay.  The agenda for the Policy Committee Meeting on June 3 was developed.  Jacki Holzman, FAA, discussed the Federal Green Challenge and ways agencies can participate.  Also discussed was the Sustainable Rural Community Development project that the Denali Commission is working on.  
Human Resources Committee:  Angie Horn, Chair of the AFEA Human Resource Committee, was not present at this meeting.  
Civil Rights Committee:  Tonyua Abrom discussed the development of EEO training courses which will be used to teach/train local co-trainers; so far six courses have been developed.  A schedule of the courses will be posted on the website.  Ms. Abrom reminded attendees that Mediators are available if needed.
Health & Safety Committee:  Robert Forgit, FEMA, was not present at this meeting.  Tom Burgess discussed the results of the state-wide exercise held last week; approximately 4,200 personnel and five states participated.  “Lessons-learned” report from the exercise will be compiled; kudos to Alaskans who did a great job.  
Employee of the Year Awards:  Carol Marvel discussed the May 26, 2010, luncheon at the Dena’ina Convention Center including the judging process, meal choices, door prizes, flyers, entertainment and budget.  Ms. Marvel stated 51 individual and 12-team nominations from 10 agencies were received for the awards program.  Approximately 200 tickets have been sold, goal is to sell 500.  This year’s speaker is Dee Dee Jonrowe.  Ms. Marvel also stated agencies are authorized to purchase nominees’ meal ticket.  Discussion regarding using an Event Planner/Coordinator for next year’s luncheon will be discussed at the Policy Committee meeting on June 3, 2010.
Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) Committee:  Jennifer Wukasch distributed a copy of the Initial Annual Report.  Please provide your agency’s CFC representative’s name, phone number and e-mail to Ms. Wukasch.  To ensure on-line CFC contributions can be made, please provide the same information for your agency’s payroll point of contact.  Ms. Wukasch stated her new assistant is Karen Oakley.
OTHER ANNOUNCEMENTS

Guest Speaker:  Colonel Audie Holloway, Alaska State Troopers, introduced himself and discussed the Alaska State Troopers’ organization, number/level of employees/vacancies, geographic divisions and bureaus, and their responsibilities.  Colonel Holloway also discussed some of the crimes the troopers respond to, their focus on drunk and dangerous drivers, logistic challenges, and the Village Public Safety Officers’ program.  Chris Mandregan advised Colonel Holloway of funds available for sexual assault victims; the two will meet separately on this issue.
Sustainable Rural Communities:  Joel Neimeyer discussed the three elements that lead to this issue:  last year’s visit of four Secretaries, the January 14, 2010, meeting hosted by Mr. Neimeyer and Ms. Bickford with different agencies, and President Obama’s Executive Order 13175 which talks about every federal agency coming forward with a Tribal Consultation Plan.  Mr. Neimeyer stated a letter was sent to all the federal agencies asking for a list of their top five barriers in regards to regulatory policy.  Mr. Neimeyer proposes adding an Alaskan addendum to the Tribal Consultation policy.  On May 12, 2010, a meeting will be held for all federal agencies regarding this topic.
VA Hospital:   Alex Spector announced the opening of the VA hospital’s new facility; ribbon cutting ceremony will be at 11:00 a.m. on May 15, 2010; the ground-breaking for the Fisher House is that morning as well.  
Credit Union 1:   A.C. Brown stated Regional Director, Carl Markon is willing to speak at a future AFEA General Meeting and discuss how Credit Union 1 would respond to a disaster.
Military Spouses Internship Hiring:   Susanne Fleek discussed the possibility of monitoring the federal agencies participating in this program.  
Closing Comments:   AFEA President Fryslie discussed the FBI’s current vacancies; vacancies are posted on www.usajobs.gov.   The next AFEA Policy Meeting is scheduled for June 3, 2010.  The next AFEA General Meeting is scheduled for September 2, 2010.  
Adjournment:  The meeting ended at 3:45 pm.
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
